Progress Energy’s Energy Education Grants
Through a generous donation from Progress Energy Foundation, Energy Education Grants are available.  There are three categories.  Each category will have a $1250 Gold winner, $750 Silver winner, and $500 Bronze winner.  Each category will be awarded to a high school, middle school and elementary school.  Awarded money must be used on energy resources for the classroom and can include electronic equipment, books, and classroom/school enhancements. All applications must be submitted electronically on the form below.  You may submit multiple applications, but may only be awarded one grant per teacher.

Funding is limited, and therefore, competitive.  A concrete description of the use of these funds is required, as well as a timeline of activities.

Applicants must detail plans for the redirected funds providing specific data on the unique needs of the individual school population, and how the funds will address the most critical needs of the school.

Applicants must define the program reach and scope in terms of numbers of students participating, households engaged, or total audience size (i.e. traffic to a web site).

The three categories are: Building an “Energy Efficient” Community”, “Infusing Energy Education in Your Curriculum” and “Raising Energy Efficiency Awareness at Your School”.

Building an “Energy Efficient” Community

Examples of projects that would fall under this category are: 
· Enlist community members to pledge to commit to energy friendly behavior changes, such as 10% reduction in energy use for a month, with small incremental increases each month thereafter. Making pledges public and sharing in a newsletter will publicize the campaign and bring positive attention to an important cause. 
· Partner with a school-based non-profit organization such as the Pinellas County Council of PTAs, a SAC or booster group at a Pinellas County school on a partnership to for an energy efficiency project to make a sustainable community impact. 

Infusing Energy Education in Your Curriculum

Examples of projects that would fall under this category are: 
· Create an Energy Usage Documentation Project: Integrating math and science, students in each classroom document their classroom energy usage each month, calculating usage of lighting, electronics and appliances, heating and cooling and electricity. Analyzing this data can be used to better understand all the ways in which energy is utilized and its associated costs.
· Classes can calculate their classroom’s carbon footprint, or the combined effect all of its students have on the environment, and create an action plan to minimize your effect on the environment. Websites like bp.com offer this resource. This could be a school-wide competition. 


Raising Energy Efficiency Awareness at Your School

Examples of projects that would fall under this category are: 

· New initiatives that engage the school and school community population in programs featuring the entrepreneurial recycling and/or repurpose of materials. 

· Create a marketing campaign to increase energy awareness at your school i.e. changing water drinking habits; reducing energy usage; changing simple habits including turning off appliances when not in use, keeping windows closed while air conditioning is on. Promote the campaign with school-wide events. 

· Training and education leading to more efficient use of resources, resulting in cost savings of 20% or new sources of revenue generation from reclaimed or repurposed resources.

· Academics scheduling for maximum efficiency; classes in certain wings of the buildings so that the air/heat can be adjusted to save energy costs during low occupant times.
